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Notes from Janis...

How many times have you said to yourself, “l don’t want to spill some-
thing on this outfit” and immediately spilled whatever you were holding?
Or perhaps you said, “l hope | don’t spill anything on this outfit, floor,
couch...” and oops! there it went, right where you did not want it to go.
How many times have you said, “l don’t want to catch the flu” and a
day or two later came the telltale signs that you were becoming ill.
These are not coincidences. In parenting, we caution parents not to say
to their children, “Don’t do that” because what the child hears is “do
that.” They can’t hear the word “don’t.” Neither can your subconscious
mind. When you say, “l can’t handle all this work” your mind hears, “I
want more work than | can handle.” When you say, “l hope | don’t spill
anything on this carpet” your mind hears, “I’m going to spill something
on this carpet.”

Last week | wrote that thoughts create events. These are just a few ex-
amples to show that this is true. Before something happens outwardly, it
happens inwardly in the mind. It brings about what you are thinking
about. It may not be what you want, but it is what you are focusing on.
What you think about the most or focus on the most is what will appear
in your life. Whatever you sow, you reap! This concept is called the
“Law of Attraction.” Whatever you think about, negative or positive,
you attract to yourself. If you complain, this natural law will bring into
your life more situations for you to complain about. If you listen to
someone else complain and you focus on their complaint, sympathize
with them, and agree with them you are attracting more situations to
yourself to complain about. Have you ever found yourself avoiding some-
one because they are always complaining about life? Your inner life
knows this is not good for you and steers you away from these people.

Your feelings are your greatest tool to help you monitor your thoughts.
Jack Canfield the author of the “Chicken Soup” series writes that “our
feelings are a feedback mechanism to us about whether we’re on track
or not, whether we’re on course or off course.” Your feelings tell you
what kind of thoughts you are thinking. There are two sets of feelings:
good feelings and bad feelings. The most important thing for you to
know is that it is impossible to feel bad and at the same time have good
thoughts. Good thoughts produce joy, excitement, gratitude, love....Bad
thoughts produce depression, anger, resentment, guilt, hopelessness....
If you are bothered by bad feelings, this is a signal that you need to
change the thoughts you are thinking. The good news is you can do it.
Surround yourself with encouraging people, uplifting activities, the
teachings of Jesus, and other uplifting reading materials.

“The Law of Attraction is simply reflecting and giving back to you ex-
actly what you focus on with your thoughts. With this powerful knowl-
edge, you can completely change every circumstance and event in your
life, by changing the way you think. If you would like to know more
about this life-transforming principle, come to a new class that is being
offered starting Sunday, January 17 at 12noon-2 p.m. in the Multipur-
pose Room.
